International Economics and Financial Markets
The degree program is designed to train graduates who possess:

• a good command of economic disciplines, both theoretical and applied,

• a good knowledge of basic business, legal, and mathematical-statistical 
disciplines.

The degree program is divided into two curricula:

1. the INTERNATIONAL ECONOMICS curriculum, which focuses on issues 
related to the growing internationalization of real and financial markets and the 
impact of globalization on economic and social systems;

2. the ECONOMICS AND FINANCIAL MARKETS curriculum, taught in English, 
which guides students towards issues more specifically related to financial 
markets, both in relation to the characteristics of the products offered and in 
relation to financial economics and the theory of financial institutions.

• The course allows you to choose between two curricula in Italian (Administration and Control 
and Business Management) and one in English (Business and Management)

• The course offers you the opportunity to specialize by selecting from a range of optional or 
compulsory courses

• The course offers you the opportunity to gain practical experience in a company or abroad

• The course prepares you to take the State Exam for admission to the liberal professions in the 
economic field.

To enroll in the course, you must have a high school diploma or equivalent qualification and take a 
non-selective self-assessment test (TOLC).

To log in to Outlook and start using your student email, follow these steps: 

• To access Outlook [Access Outlook] (alternatively, you can download the application from the Play Store 
or App Store on your mobile device, or from this link on Windows: 
https://apps.microsoft.com/detail/9nrx63209r7b?hl=it-it&amp;gl=US);

• On the platform, you must use your email address as your username, which corresponds to sXXXXXXX (e.g., 

s123456), adding @ds.units.it. This will give you a username such as: s123456@ds.units.it

• The password is the same as your credentials/online services, such as Esse3, Moodle, or MS Teams.

Please note: do not confuse your email address with your username. 

• s123456@ds.units.it is only used to access your email inbox;

How should you behave during university exams?

• It is mandatory to register on Esse3; otherwise, you will not be able to take 
the exam (there are specific time windows for registration, which are 
indicated on Esse3).

• It is important to deregister if you do not intend to take the exam.

• There are six exam sessions per year, organized into winter, summer, and 
fall sessions.

• Copying from other students or digital devices is strictly prohibited and will 
result in disciplinary action by the University.

• It is mandatory to bring a valid ID.
